Chennai - Pondicherry - Madurai - Thekkady - Kumarakom - Cochin



Thursday, February 13th: Chennai to Pondicherry by road.
After breakfast, drive to Pondicherry, visiting Kanchipuram and Mammalapu-
ram. Kanchipuram is one of the seven sacred cities of India. Here visit three of
the most prominent temples-Kailasanatha, Ekambareshwara & Vaikuntaperu-
mal. Mammalapuram is where you will visit the seventh century rock hewn
monuments. 
Dinner & overnight in Pondicherry, Hotel Sunway GRT Grand or similar.

Friday, February 14th: Pondicherry to Madurai. 
After breakfast, morning visit to Aurbindo Ashram, the city of dawn. This ashram
promotes Aurbindo's ideas in bringing about a synthesis of Yoga and modern
science, so as to unite spirit and matter. Later visit Auroville - a unique experi-
ment in international living and in creating a new environment where men and
women of all nationalities live together in harmony. Afternoon drive to Madurai.
Arrive in Madurai & transfer to your hotel. 
Dinner & overnight in Madurai, Hotel GRT Regency or similar.

Saturday, February 15th: Madurai. 
Morning visit to the great Meenakshi Temple dedicated to the consort of Lord
Shiva with its towering gopurams (rising high above the surrounding country-
side). Later, visit the Tirumala Nayak Palace - a gracious  building in the Indo
saracenic style, famous for the stucco work on its domes & arches. You will also
visit the Alagar Hills and Tirupara  Kundran Rock temple.    
Dinner & overnight in  Madurai, Hotel GRT Regency or similar.

Monday, February 10th: Depart Toronto Pearson Airport at 21:40
on an Emirates flight to Chennai (via Dubai).

Wednesday, February 12th: Welcome to India! 
Arrive Chennai (EK 542 – 21:00 /02:15). Upon arrival at Chennai Airport at
02:15, the local representative will meet you and provide the transfer to hotel.
Afternoon tour of Chennai visiting the Victoria Art Gallery, Bronze Gallery,
Chennai Museum, Fort St. George, San Thome Cathedral & Kapaleswarar
Temple. 
Dinner & overnight in Chennai, Hotel Pride or similar.

Sunday, February 16th: Madurai  to Thekkady by road.
After breakfast, morning sightseeing tour of Madurai, which includes the
Meenakshi Temple, Tirumala Nayak Palace, Alagar Hills and Tirupara Kun-
dran Rock temple. Afternoon drive to Thekkady & transfer to the hotel.
Dinner & overnight in Thekkady, Hotel Muthoot Cardamom County or
similar.

Monday, February 17th: Thekkady to Kumarakom by road.
After breakfast, enjoy an early morning game viewing by boat on Periyar
Lake. Later drive to Kumarakom & transfer to the hotel. Afternoon is at
leisure. Perhaps take advantage of the rich waters with a bit of fishing, or
just relax and soak in the rich atmosphere of your surroundings. 
Dinner & overnight in Kumarakom, Hotel Backwater Ripples or similar.

Tuesday, February 18th: Kumarakom.
After breakfast, enjoy the morning on the Backwaters, on your boat cruise
through the series of canals and lagoons snaking their way through several tiny
villages and tropical vegetation. Afternoon is at leisure. 
Dinner & overnight in Kumarakom, Hotel Backwater Ripples or similar.

Wednesday, February 19th: Kumarakom to Cochin by road.
After breakfast, morning drive to Cochin, one of the most picturesque
places in Kerala & transfer to the hotel. 

Free afternoon. In the evening enjoy a Kathakali dance performance. 
Dinner & overnight in Cochin, Hotel Casino or similar.

Thursday, February20th: Cochin.
After breakfast, morning visit to the Portuguese Church built by St. Francis
in 1562, the Jewish Synagogue, the famed Mattancherry Palace, and the Chi-
nese fishing nets - ingenious devices requiring little human attention.
Afternoon visit the Hill palace and the local market for the shopping.
Dinner & accommodation in Cochin, Hotel Casino or similar, the rooms are
reserved until the transfer time.

Friday, February 21st: At appropriate time (around 00:30) transfer to
Cochin Airport to board the return Emirates flight to Toronto (via Dubai).
